And I saw another angel fly in 

the midst of heaven, having the 

everlasting gospel to preach unto

thought to do unto them.   And at what 

instant I shall speak concerning a nation, and 

concerning a kingdom, to build and to plant 

it; if it do evil in my sight, that obey not my 

voice, then I will repent of the good, 

wherewith I said I would benefit them.” 

 

For when God’s judgments are in the 

earth, the inhabitants of the world will 

learn righteousness.  Isaiah 26:9
